2020.11 ERASMUS+ LOGO

Step 1: Logo-Challenge 

At the beginning of November every partner asked their students to come up with 
ideas for a logo. 15 creative suggestions for a logo were handed in which made the 
decision for a winner logo very difficult. At the end we decided on a logo which 
represented our project’s main topics the best, namely “democracy” and “active 
participation in society”.

Step 2: Creating the final logo 

Next, we created a final logo including the logos of our three winners. This is what 
it looked like at the end: 

 



Our logo represents our partner countries with its five different flags. In the middle 
of the logo there are the Erasmus+ stars, surrounded by the title of our project. 
“Citizen me” expresses the purpose of the project, namely, to be an active citizen. 
The gender symbols underline the importance of equality, which is of high 
importance in a democracy. The show of hands symbolizes active participation in 
our society. 

 

Step 3: Voting for a final logo

2021.03 LESSON PLAN 1: RIGHTS AND RESPONSIBILITIES OF A GOOD CITIZEN 

One important topic at the beginning of our project were the „fundamental rights“ 
which are the basic rights and freedoms of everyone in the EU. They are the same 
no matter where you are from, what you believe in and how you live.  

We learned about the EU Fundamental Rights by watching an interesting video 
https://www.youtube.com/watch?v=Fceik3nGkxM and discussed how we can put 
these rights into action every day. 

To test our knew knowledge we played a kahoot quiz about Human Rights at the 
end of this lesson.  

 

Role play 

After the lesson plan about rights and responsibilities we prepared different role 
plays about scenarios in which the fundemental rights were being violated. On the 
basis of different scenes we were supposed to find out which right was violated and 
how the people in these situations could react in order to solve the problem and 
stand up for their rights. In one scenario for example a conductor checks the 
passengers‘ tickets on the train. He demands a fine from Indian passengers 
because they are eating on the train but does not care about the white passengers 
eating. The Indian passengers apologizes but the conductor still insists on them 
paying the fine. Only when the white passenger stands up for them and accuses the 
conductor of discrimination  he relents and lets them off with a warning. By analyzing 
this scene we learned how important it is to stand up for others and that everyone 
is the same in front of the law.

So every school organized 
activities in which the environment was the focus and students were made aware of 
the importance of their surroundings.

We created a letter with tips on how to wash your hands in a way that minimizes the 
impact on the environment. Furthermore we created a worksheet for younger 
students on how to explore nature.
